
Live programming is produced each day 
in Kabul and transmitted via satellite to 
a network of 37 Internews-established 
stations as well as several other inde-
pendent and RTA stations. These sta-
tions, located in 27 of Afghanistan’s 34 
provinces, are contractually obligated to 
carry at least three hours of Salam Wa-
tandar programming during peak hours 
of listening—7:00 a.m. to 8:30 a.m. and 
6:00 p.m. to 7:30 p.m.  Internews plans 
to set up 12 additional stations in the 
coming year, further increasing Salam 
Watandar’s reach across Afghanistan.  

Salam Watandar (“Hello Countryman!”) 
is a public broadcast service for 
independent and community radio 
stations in Afghanistan. Launched in 
2004 by Internews Network, Salam 
Watandar delivers non-commercial, 
high-quality news, current affairs, 
educational and cultural  programming 
to  listeners in a mix of colloquial Pashtu 
and Dari. The 14-hour daily program 
complements other national services 
such as BBC, VOA and RTA in that it 
addresses the information needs of 
provincial audiences with low education 
levels.
